· RDM website created by the University of British Columbia Library. Four sections—Learn; Plan; Share; and Find—guide users to RDM advice and to systems solutions that meet their current needs. The Learn section includes a DataGuide (CC BY 3.0)—a quick, standalone  guide developed to get people started on RDM that could be reused and adapted.
· New England Collaborative Data Management Curriculum (NECDMC) is an instructional tool for teaching data management best practices to students and researchers in the health sciences, sciences, and engineering disciplines.
